 This year the soccer association will NOT be allowing any late registrations. Forms need to be returned by 
the above date 
 

 Students wear the school soccer top hired from the Office with the school shorts and navy socks. 
 

 Hired tops must be cleaned and returned to the Office at the end of the season. 
  

 All players are required to wear shin pads. 
      

 The total amount of $60.00 will need to be paid to the Office when teams have been organised.  A letter will 
be sent home to players with all relevant information when finalised.
